STRUCTURAL FUNDS IN RUSE PARTNER COUNTRIES

1. FOREWORD

One of the first tasks to be carried out in frame of the INTERREG III C project RUSE is to provide a review on the utilisation of Structural Funds in the RUSE Partner Countries. The aim of this task is to deliver valuable input in terms of:

· Documenting the present status of utilisation of Structural Funds for promotion of urban sustainable energy projects in the RUSE Partner Countries; providing for


· Exchange of information on the various types of urban sustainable energy projects, which are supported under Structural Funds; as well, as for


· Identification of new ways for using the Structural Funds in the financial schemes of urban sustainable energy projects in the Partner Countries.

As a result, this review of practical experience with utilisation of Structural Funds for urban sustainable energy projects in the individual RUSE Partner Countries will enhance the ability of project partners to efficiently develop new types of urban sustainable energy projects supported from Structural Funds. 

The review can be used further as a starting point for formulating proposals for an improved integration of urban projects related to sustainable energy issues as a national Structural Funds priority area during the next programming period 2007-2012. 

The review consists at the present of two parts, first of which provides an introduction to the structural parts, explaining the basic principles and terms. 

The second part presents a questionnaire, and is to be filled by every project partner. 

2. General Information

2.1 STRUCTURAL FUNDS
Structural Funds are the European Union's main instruments for supporting social and economic restructuring across the Union. They account for over a third of the European Union budget.

There are four Structural Funds: ERDF, ESF, EAGGF and FIFG, which contribute to the economic development of disadvantaged regions. A region may have access to one or more of the four structural funds, depending whether it has Objective 1 or 2 status; all regions have Objective 3 status. The aims of the funds, and in which priority 'Objective' area they can be spent, are set out below: 

· The European Regional Development Fund (ERDF):
aims to improve economic prosperity and social inclusion by investing in projects to promote development and encourage the diversification of industry into other sectors in areas lagging behind. This fund is available in Objective 1 and 2 areas.

· The European Social Fund (ESF):
funds training, human resources and equal opportunities schemes to promote employability of people in both Objective 1 and 3 areas. In Objective 2 areas ESF may be used to complement the ERDF activities. 

· The European Agricultural Guidance and Guarantee Fund (EAGGF):
is available in rural Objective 1 areas to encourage the restructuring and diversification of rural areas, to promote economic prosperity and social inclusion, whilst protecting and maintaining the environment and our rural heritage. In areas outside Objective 1, the EAGGF (Guarantee section) provides funding within the England Rural Development Plan. 

· The Financial Instrument for Fisheries Guidance (FIFG):
funds projects to modernise the structure of the fisheries sector and related industries and to encourage diversification of the workforce and fisheries industry into other sectors. It also aims to ensure the future of the industry through achieving a balance between fisheries resources and their exploitation. 

2.2 OBJECTIVES OF THE STRUCTURAL FUNDS

Most structural fund spending is targeted on specific regions, known as Objective 1 and 2 regions. There are separate national Objective 3 programmes in England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. The national and regional bodies responsible have been preparing the new programmes for the UK for 2000 - 2006. The programmes must be approved by the Commission; set out below are the various stages in the approval process that programmes have reached. 

· Objective 1: 
Eligible areas are those that have less than 75% of EU average GDP. It is the highest level of regional funding available from the EU. It is aimed at promoting the development and structural adjustment of the EU regions most lagging behind in development. 

· Objective 2: 
Aims to support the economic and social conversion of areas facing structural difficulties. It is the second highest level of funding available from the EU. Areas qualify for Objective 2, under four strands - industrial, rural, urban and fisheries. 

· Objective 3: 
This Objective involves only the European Social Fund. It aims to develop labour markets and human resources and in addition, will help firms and workers adapt to new working conditions and so compete more effectively in global labour markets. It is directed at the long-term unemployed and those facing particular barriers to finding fulfilling employment because of their disability, racial origin, or sex. 

2.3 COMMUNITY INITIATIVES 
In addition to the priority Objective areas around 5% of the Structural Fund budget will fund four Community Initiatives. The current initiatives are:

· EQUAL -funds training and employability schemes to combat discrimination and inequalities in the labour market; 

· LEADER + - funds rural development projects; 

· INTERREG III - provides funding to encourage cross border, trans-national and interregional co-operation; to encourage balanced and sustainable development across the European Community. 

· URBAN II - funds schemes in small and medium sized towns suffering from significant economic and social conversion difficulties. 

2.4 GENERAL IMPLEMENTATION FRAMEWORK
NATIONAL PLAN
A National Plan is submitted by national government to the European Commission in support of its request for aid from the Structural Funds. For the purpose of consultation the countries are usually divided into sub-regions. 

The Plan generally proposes actions to improve the productive capacity of the economy; to encourage competitiveness and efficiency; to exploit the development potential of local initiatives, including area-based approaches targeted at disadvantaged areas; to develop skills and aptitudes of those seeking work; and to integrate those who are marginalised and disadvantaged into the workforce. 

COMMUNITY SUPPORT FRAMEWORK

The official agreement between the Commission and the national governments on the amount and form of EU assistance for the National Development Plan takes the form of a Community Support Framework (CSF). The CSF contains a clause on environmental policy which states that all activities receiving EU funds must be in keeping with EU law and policies, including those on environmental protection. Member States are also obliged to supply the Commission with the appropriate information to enable them to evaluate the impact of operations or measures likely to have a significant impact on the environment.

OPERATIONAL PROGRAMMES
The individual strategies outlined in the CSF, which in turn were based on the strategies outlined in the National Development Plan, are given practical expression by Operational Programmes which set out in more detail the particular measures which are assisted by the Structural Funds. The programmes are approved by the Commission and form the legal basis for the draw-down of assistance from the EU. Each programme is drawn up by the relevant Government Department or official agency. 

3. COUNTRY SPECIFIC INFORMATION FOR POLAND

3.1 IMPLEMENTATION FRAMEWORK 

The concrete priorities of Structural Funds differ among the individual countries, which follow the above described general implementation framework.

3.2 INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK 

The concrete institutional framework for implementation of the Structural Funds differs among the individual countries, and is related either to the field of responsibility of the relevant bodies in terms of the above mentioned Objectives, or to the territorial res. administrative division of the countries (regional development as responsibility of regional administration). 

Usually, the responsibility for the overall administration and planning of the operation programmes lays with public bodies, such as ministries or regional offices, which prepare the single programming documents in compliance with the criterions stated in National Development Plans, and provide for the day to day administration of the programmes, i.e. approval of funding from Structural Funds for specific projects. 

These public bodies are usually not directly involved in processing of applications for funding under the different measures, and make use of so called implementing agencies. These can be appointed to deal with one or more actions of the project cycle, e.g. preparation of calls and/or screening of applications and/or project monitoring and/or support at programming. 

In case, that the operation programmes are covering a wide array of topics res. measures, the responsible public bodies may appoint more than one implementing agency to fit the required expertise.

Projects are required to deliver a direct, measurable and positive impact on the economy of the area.

3.4 SUPPORT VOLUME 

The maximum contribution of the funds to a project depends on the type of project and where it takes place. In practice, Objective 1 projects can receive up to 50% funding from the Structural Funds, but the proportion may be lower, e.g. in a project which is intended to result in commercial activities and profits. It is normally the responsibility of the applicant to find the remaining funding which must usually include public funding to match the Structural Funds contribution.
